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This seminar will provide an overview of the 32-bit ARM CPU architecture, from ARM Ltd., including instruction set architecture, programmer’s model, data paths, pipelining, applications, and development tools.  The ARM is used widely in embedded systems, ranging from the Apple iPOD to large-scale control systems. ARM cores are commonly used in system-on-chip designs, and ARM CPU chips and ARM microcontrollers are available from many IC manufacturers.
