LogicWorks (LW) software information (updated 9/20/01):

The latest version is Version 4. The software is installed on the PC’s in the public lab in 308. This lab is available for public use  from 8 – 4:30 M-F except when it is reserved for a class or lab. 

There is an introduction to LW included as an experiment in the 2010 lab (Lab 1), and there is a “5-minute tutorial” from the LW manual placed in Broun 308 that is used for the lab.  Although you may refer to this and use it in 308, DO NOT remove these from the room.
