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ABSTRACT:  The design of VLSI circuits has become too complex to do without the aid of computer-aided design (CAD) tools. This presentation will demonstrate the roles of the various tools in the CAD suite from Mentor Graphics in the development of custom and semi-custom VLSI digital circuits. This process includes modeling and verification of circuit behavior, synthesis of technology-specific netlists, incorporation of design for test and built-in self test features, implementation and verification of standard cell and FPGA physical designs, and post-layout simulation to verify timing characteristics.
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
